Longhorn Token System for Students
Exhibiting “PRIDE” Behaviors

Each teacher will give 5 PRIDE Bucks to deserving students each week.
PRIDE Bucks are ONLY to be given in the common areas:

1) Hallways
2) Cafeteria

PRIDE Bucks are not intended solely for the good students or for the disruptive students.
As you see positive behaviors promoting “PRIDE,” please

+«+ Verbally show your appreciation (praise) for the student’s positive behavior.

%+ Sign your name to each PRIDE Buck.

% Ask the student to sign the PRIDE Buck.

% Remind the student that they MUST turn the PRIDE Buck into Ms. Day in the
main office to be entered in the weekly drawing.

% Remind the student that they may only go to the office to turn in the PRIDE Buck
before or after school or during a passing period. They are NOT to leave class to
turn these in.

+«+ Wish the student good luck in the drawings.

The whole process should not take longer than a minute.

REWARDS:

There will be a weekly drawing on Fridays for 10 names. Those students will come to
the main office during advisory and sign the Longhorn Celebrity Book. Each of the
students’ parents will receive a call from Ms. Day or Ms. Prado.

Prizes for these drawings will be small such as, pencils, bracelets, pens, etc.

Out of the 10 names drawn, one name will be drawn for a mystery prize. The mystery
prize will be given at the end of the six weeks.

Each of the 10 students will put their hand print on the cafeteria wall and sign their hand.
Teachers will also be rewarded for giving out the PRIDE Bucks each six weeks in a

drawing at the end of the six weeks. Two teachers will be named each six weeks.

In order for the token system to work, each staff member must give out their five tickets
each week. The goal of this system is to catch kids doing what we have asked them to do
on a regular basis.
